N. Republicans:

1. All freed slaves are hereby citizens of the United States.  

2. Congress shall retain the right to punish and/or sanction any state that has previously declared itself independent from the Union.

3. Suffrage will be extended to all male citizens regardless of race or economic standing.

N. African Americans:

1. African Americans will be eligible for equal access to state-funded educational institutions.

2. Public employment shall not be denied to anyone regardless of race.

3. The federal government shall establish an agency to encourage and aid African Americans’ economic development and progress. 

Freedmen:

1. Congress shall have the authority to reallocate the property of former slave owners to former slaves.  

2. Suffrage shall not be denied on the basis of race.

3. Slavery shall be defined as any status of employment for which wages are not paid.

N. Democrats:

1. The term of the president of the US shall be two years; no president may serve more than two terms.  

2. Congress may be veto executive orders with 2/3 vote in both houses.

3. Local, state, and federal elected officials must prove residencies of five years prior to election.

S. Unionists:

1. A state may withdraw from the Union with the approval of ¾ of the voting members of the state legislature and a ¾ vote of both houses of Congress.

2. a. The naturalization for immigrants and freedmen will include: literacy in English, knowledge of the government, and the swearing of an oath to the United States. b. Prior to voting, naturalized citizens must prove ownership of land and/or property as established by the states in which they live.

3. Loyal slaveowners will be compensated for the loss of their property and slaves.

S. Democrats:

1. U. S. citizens shall reimbursed for any property destroyed or seized by the federal government for any reason purpose.

2. States shall have the power to nullify federal legislation with a 2/3 vote of the state legislature followed by majority of the popular vote of the people of that state.

3. States shall be empowered to establish qualifications for suffrage.
